Policy Guidelines for sale of products through Auction
1.0.
Preamble:
1.1.


Primarily Education Department, Government of Bihar has been involved in imparting training to various young graduates towards building new era with respect to young and dynamic teaching professionals. The academics of emerging students of Bihar is possible only through enhancing the knowledge of all kinder and the children too. Bihar State Text Book Publishing Corporation has been playing a vital role in imparting education to the youth of Bihar since 1973. 
Where as this is a fact that Bihar State Text Book Publishing Corporation has not been in printing business over a decade by its own resources but the same printing works are outsourced. In the aforesaid situation, considerable quantities of paper Reel/Sheet paper/Cover Paper/ unused books in stock/Go-down are deteriorating its life and value too resulting in big revenue loss to Corporation. 




In view of the above and also CVC has been emphasizing on e-commerce/e-procurement/e-sales for enhancing transparency, giving equal opportunities to all and for developing clientele, this auction procedure for sales of prime and defective products/Infrastructure remains are formulated. Through this process, the unused products shall be made usable by other industry for revenue augmentation. This process provides a transparent way to sell other slow moving and defective/scrap products. 
1.2.
The terms & Conditions for auctions has been enclosed vide Annexure (B&C) to this bid document.  
1.3.
The terms and conditions as mentioned in Annexure-B and terms of delivery at Annexure-C shall be modified to suit the Auction, as follows:
a. Balance Sale value should be deposited within 7 days of date of receipt of LOA. Extension of time for payment of BSV may be granted by MD, BSTBPCL in exceptional circumstances. For any delay by the buyer in making payment within the time limit specifies, the payment may be accepted by BSTBPCL upto a period of 4 weeks from the due date of payment on payment of additional late payment penalty @ 1% per week on the the total sale value and thereafter on the sole discretion of seller. However seller reserves the right not to accept the payment with or without the late penalty after the expiry of above a[mentioned time limit or even within the aforesaid additional period of 4 weeks and in such an event, the sale of the lot will be automatically cancelled and the earnest money /Security Deposit(As the case may be) will automatically stand forfeited. 
b. The delivery period for auctioned quantity shall be as follows:-

(i) Category-1: 15 days for damaged books in unshredded form

(ii) Category-2 : 30 days for damaged books in shredded form.

1.4.
MD, BSTBPCL will be sole authority to approve the extension of due date for payment and/or delivery period as per administrative exigencies.  
1.5.
However if the successful bidder is unable to lift the material within the stipulated period as specified in the SRO/DO, Ground rent @1% per week shall be levied and upto 04 weeks maximum, provided written request is received before the expiry of free-lifting period. If no such request is received, the sale order shall stand cancelled and the security deposit shall be considered forfeited on completion of free lifting period.

The registration FORM is annexed at Annexure-A. It should be filed completely in all respects. Compliance of this is mandatory.

The auction will follow the two bids system and shall be submitted online. The Financial Bid of those bidders whose technical bid does not fulfill the criteria/eligibility/requirements of Bid Documents shall not be opened. EMD:
2.1.

Remittance of EMD shall be in online mode only.
2.3.
The bidders interested to participate in Auction shall deposit EMD along with the Letter of Interest within the date and time indicated.  .
2.4.

The EMD so received will be validated by Accounts section of BSTBPCL. 
2.5.

The EMD shall be converted to Security Deposit on acceptance of the auction for the highest bidder of the lot and shall be returned after successful completion of contract/lifting of auction materials.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR SALE OF MATERIALS THROUGH AUCTION
1.
PREAMBLE
a) Sale of materials through auction from BSTBPCL will be governed by the Auction conditions herein contained.
b) The quantities indicated in the Auction are only indicative and may vary upto (+/-) 30%. No claim on this account will be entertained.
2. ELIGIBILITY CONDITION FOR BIDDERS
a. The bidder must be a sole proprietorship/Partnership/Society/Pvt Ltd/Ltd /LLP firm.

b. The bidder must have valid PAN and GST registration numbers.

c. The bidder must have executed an auction Work order of minimum 30 Lakhs

d. The bidder must have an annual turnover of 30 Lakhs.

e. The bidder has to submit the valid character certificate issued by an officer not below the rank of Deputy Superintendent of Police. 
f. Technical assessment form vide Annexure-A

g. Letter of interest vide Annexure-D
NOTE: The bidder shall be required to submit valid relevant documents in support of all eligibility criteria as mention above from sl no-(a) to (g).

3.
INSTRUCTIONS TO THE BIDDER
a) If due to any reason the date of auction is postponed to any other date, information regarding the same will be displayed on the Notice Board of the BSTBPCL and in the website(if applicable) and emailed to the parties.
b) Bidding will be accepted online only. 
c) The lots are notional and are not made as physically separate entities for prime materials and other products. Physical lots are made for all unused materials. However, before participating in the auction, the bidders may inspect the material at the date, duration and time specified in the tender notice..
d) The bids shall be submitted by the bidders exclusive of Taxes as applicable as the case may be depending on the relevant lot.
e) The Letter of Interest duly filled in and signed along with EMD as mentioned should be uploaded and paid via online with in prescribed date / time as mentioned in the Auction Notice. The bidders may visit BSTBPCL and contact the Chief Account Officer(CAO) for further details in this regard. The aforesaid Institute/Deptt will not be responsible for any loss due to non working of portal in last hour or any other reason. The bidder shall be given sufficient time for uploading of the document and participation.
f) The bidder should sign on the Letter of Interest in acceptance of all Terms and Conditions of Auction Sale.

a) Amount of Earnest Money Deposit (EMD):  The amount of EMD/Guarantee Money is Rs. 3,00,000/- (Rupees Three Lakhs) only which is refundable.
b) The bidders submitting the valid EMDs and other required documents only are enabled to participate in the auction.
5.
EMD REFUND / FORFEITURE
a) In respect of unsuccessful bidders, the EMD will be returned after finalization of auction. No interest shall be paid on EMD.
b) In case the successful bidder withdraws his offer before expiry of the validity of auction period or does not execute the contract after the acceptance by BSTBPCL, the EMD/SD (as the case may be) shall be forfeited.
6.
ISSUE OF ACCEPTANCE OF OFFER LETTER / CONCLUSION OF CONTRACT:
a) BSTBPCL shall issue Letter of Acceptance of bid to the successful bidders. Letter of Acceptance of bid shall be issued for each lot separately.
b) Such acceptance letter shall be issued based on final rates of the successful bidder and accepted by MD, BSTBPCL.
7.
FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENT
a) The successful bidder should pay the total value of the material along with applicable GST and TCS by RTGS/DD/Pay Order/Banker’s Cheque drawn in favour of MD, BSTBPCL payable at the Branch. The amount so collected will be adjusted against the invoices for the actual quantity delivered. The balance surplus deposits/advance will be refunded to the successful bidder after completion of the contract. 
b) The bidder has to pay full amount as per the Acceptance Letter for enabling BSTBPCL to issue delivery order for the lot quantity. 
c) Buyer is requested to positively inform the details of the payment made so that there is no delay or confusion in the process of issuance of the Sale/Delivery Order.


8.
DELIVERY OF MATERIAL
a) Materials will be delivered from the stockyard of the place /HQs conducting the auction and purchaser has to arrange his own transport. Loading will be in the scope of purchaser. Bidder has to inspect /visit the site before participating in the bid so that they must be aware of the condition and they themselves shall be wholly responsible for site clearance and lifting the materials.
b) Trucks/trailers will be placed at loading point as per the direction of BSTBPCL and loading shall be done in presence of authorised representative of respective institute/Body. The bidder/ purchaser will not be allowed to pick or choose the material. If any material other than the subject auction lot is found in the vehicle at the time of loading or weighment or at the time of issue of gate pass, etc suitable action will be taken as per prevailing rules of education department upon violation of rules and regulations and also consider the same as breach of contract under the auction.
c) The risk and property of the material will pass on to the bidder immediately after loading the materials into their vehicles.
d) Weight as per the weighbridge at nearest location or any existing suitable method/apparatus available with BSTBPCL as identified will be final and no dispute may be entertained after the material leaves the auction premises.
e) If the bidder intends to take the deliveries through his representative he must authorize his representative by a letter of authorization giving name and details of such representative. The letter of authorization will be with the signature of the representative duly attested by the bidder, who signed on the auction documents. 
f) Seller shall have the right to depute its representative(s) to accompany the vehicle (carrying the sold material) up to the pulp making facility.
g) The transportation and lifting of records/materials/papers, loading/unloading/packing and weighting charges etc. will be borne by the successful bidder. Necessary entry permission of vehicle should be taken by the successful bidder. 
h) Sold Used/Blank books/Old papers etc. of the Board should be used only for preparation of pulp/lugdi and no paper/book be used for preparing of envelopes etc. An undertaking vide Annexure-F in this regard is also required to be submitted to this office before lifting the material. In case of non-compliance the firm shall be liable to be blacklisted with pecuniary damages. The waste paper being lifted from the Board will be used only for recycling in paper mill or in pulp industry or will be destroyed in appropriate manner to ensure Official secrecy. The Raddi/Waste paper in confidential nature will be shred/melt by the vendor in the presence of representative of the Board, if needed. 
i) The buyer has to ensure that the lifted material should not be used as wastepaper or for any other purpose under any circumstances. An undertaking vide Annexure-F to this effect will be provided by the buyer before lifting the material
9.
DELIVERY SCHEDULE / EXTENSION
a) The bidder should lift the entire quantity of the lot quoted and accepted by the Department within the delivery time indicated in the auction notice.
10.
TAXES & DUTIES
a) The GST shall be charged as per GST Act  rate must be included in the quoted price. .
11. GENERAL
i. In case payments are not made or materials are not lifted after making part/full payment as per the conditions of the auction, the BSTBPCL will have the full right to dispose off the lot in any

manner, as it deemed fit. The bidder will have no claim on such materials. In such cases the SD shall be forfeited. For any losses on account of such failure by the bidder, BSTBPCL shall have right to recover and the decision of BSTBPCL shall be final and binding in this regard. The bidder is not entitled for any gain on account of such acts.
12. Dispute Resolution: -

12.1 The bids and any contract resulting there from shall be governed by and construed according to the Indian Laws. 
12.2 All settlement of disputes or differences whatsoever, arising between the parties out of or in connection to the construction, meaning and operation or effect of this Offer or in the discharge of any obligation arising under this Offer (whether during the course of execution of the order or after completion and whether before or after termination, abandonment or breach of the Agreement) shall be resolved amicably between Department and the vendor’s representative.
12.3 In case of failure to resolve the disputes and differences amicably within 30 days of the receipt of notice by the other party, then the same shall be resolved as follows:
12.3.1 Conciliation: - All disputes or differences whatsoever arising between the parties out of or relating to the construction, meaning, scope, operation or effect of this contract or the validity or the breach thereof shall be first settled by way of conciliation and failing which, by way of arbitration in accordance with the Rules of Arbitration of the Indian Council of Arbitration and the award made in pursuance thereof shall be binding on the parties.
12.3.2 The dispute shall be first referred to the Additional chief Secretary/Principal Secreatary for conciliation who shall conduct conciliation proceedings which will be held at Patna, Bihar. 
12.3.3 Arbitration: - In case the conciliation proceedings fail, the dispute shall be referred to the arbitration as per the Arbitration Act 1996 with all its subsequent amendments.

12.3.4 All legal disputes will come under the sole jurisdiction of Patna, Bihar. The venue of the arbitration shall be Patna.
12.4 The Arbitral award shall be final and binding on both the parties. 
12.5 Work under the contract shall be continued by the vendor during the arbitration proceedings unless otherwise directed in writing by the Department unless the matter is such that the work cannot possibly be continued until the decision of the arbitrator is obtained. Same as those which are otherwise explicitly provided in the contract, no payment due, or payable by the Department, to the vendor shall be withheld on account of the ongoing arbitration proceedings, if any, unless it is the subject matter, or one of the subject matters thereof.
13. Fraud or Corrupt Practices: -

13.1 The Bidders shall observe the highest standard of ethics during the Bidding Process and subsequent to the issue of the Letter of Intent (LOI)/Work Order (WO) and during the subsistence of the Agreement. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in this RFP, or in LOI/WO or the Agreement, the Departmentmay reject a bid, withdraw the LOI/WO, debar the bidder for a period of one year from participating in the future projects of the Department or terminate the Agreement, as the case may be without being liable in any manner whatsoever to the Bidder, if it determines that the Bidder has, directly or indirectly or through an agent, engaged in corrupt practice, fraudulent practice, coercive practice, undesirable practice or restrictive practices. In such an event, the Department shall, without prejudice to its any other rights or remedies, forfeit and appropriate the Bid Security or Performance Security as mutually agreed genuine pre- estimated compensation and damages payable to the Authority for, inter alia, time, cost and effort of the Authority, in regard to the RFP, including consideration and evaluation of such Bidders Proposal.

13.2 Without prejudice to the rights of the Department under Clause above and the rights and remedies which the Department may have under the LOI /WO or the Agreement, if a Bidder, is found by the Authority to have directly or indirectly or through an agent, engaged or indulged in any corrupt practice, fraudulent practice, coercive practice, undesirable practice or restrictive practice during the Selection Process, or after the issue of the LOI /WO or the execution of the Agreement, such Bidder shall not be eligible to participate in any tender or RFP issued by Department during a period of 1(one)year from the date such Bidder is found by the Department to have directly or through an agent, engaged or indulged in any corrupt practice, fraudulent practice, coercive practice, undesirable practice or restrictive practice, as the case may be. 

13.3 For the purposes of this Section, the following terms shall have the meaning here in after respectively assigned to them:
13.3.1 “Corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting of anything of value, pressurizing to influence the action of a public official in the process of tendering and execution of the project.
13.3.2 “Fraudulent practice” means aim is representation or omission of facts or disclosure of incomplete facts, in order to influence the Selection Process.
13.3.3 “Coercive practice” means impairing or harming or threatening to impairer harm, directly or indirectly, any persons or property to influence any person participation or action in the Selection Process.
13.3.4 “Undesirable practice” means (i) establishing contact with any person connected with or employed or engaged by Department with the objective of canvassing, lobbying or in any manner influencing or attempting to influence the Selection Process; or (ii) having a Conflict of Interest; and
13.3.5 “Restrictive practice” means forming a cartel or arriving at any understanding or arrangement among Bidders with the objective of restricting or manipulating a full and fair competition in the Selection process.
14. Termination & Blacklisting: 
14.1 The Department may terminate this Agreement and Blacklist/Debar the vendor, in case of occurrence of any of the events specified below. In the event of such an occurrence, the Department may give not less than 30 days written notice of termination to the Vendor.  
a. If the vendor is in material breach of its obligations pursuant to this Agreement and has not remedied the same within 30 days.

b. If the vendor becomes bankrupt, insolvent or goes into compulsory liquidation 

c. If the vendor, in the judgement of the Department, has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for or in executing the contract

d. If the vendor submits to the Department a false statement which has material effect on the rights, obligations, or interests of the Department.

e. If the vendor places itself in position of conflict of interest or fails to disclose promptly any conflict of interest to the Department.

f. If the vendor fails to provide quality services as envisaged under this Agreement.

g. Serious discrepancy and delay in the delivery of services or the performance levels agreed upon, which might have an impact on the functioning of the Department.

h. Failure of the vendor mobilize manpower, follow local laws, clumsy execution of work, and total disregard to public safety and its own employees.

i. Failure to abide by any lawful directions of the Department.

Note: - Blacklisting/Debarment of the vendor shall be natural consequence of the termination. The Blacklisting/Debarment shall be for such a period as may be specified by the Department.Provided that before placing the vendor in the blacklist, with or without the termination of the contract, the Department shall issue a notice given 15 days of time to the vendor.
15. Penalties: - 
The Department may impose a suitable penalty on the vendor for the failure of such activities as mentioned above. Such penalties shall be deducted from the pending bills/bank guarantee of the vendor. However, the Department shall issue a notice given 15 days of time to the vendor before imposing such penalty.

16. Termination Payments: - 
These payments shall mean the amount of payment by either party to the other party upon termination. Upon termination of the contract, the Department may encash and appropriate the performance security/bank guarantee etc. The Department may clear outstanding dues of the second party out of such encashment and/or from the pending bills of the second party. After clearing such liabilities, any valid dues of the second party may be paid thereafter.

17. Blacklisting without termination: - 
The Department may blacklist the vendor without terminating the contract for any of the failures or acts of commissions or omissions under this Agreement. 

18. Foreclosure with Mutual consent: -  
a) Without prejudices to any provisions of this agreement, the Department and the vendor may foreclose this agreement by mutual consent in circumstances which does not constitute either party’s default without any liability or consequential future liability for either party.

b) Should a Party intend to foreclose this Agreement by mutual consent, the intending Party shall issue a notice to the other Party and upon issuance of such notice, the other Party may within 15 days from receipt of such notice either agree to such foreclosure or raise objection(s) to the same by intimating either of the two possible positions to the intending Party in writing.

c) In either case of the other Party agreeing to the proposed foreclosure or otherwise, the Parties may negotiate the proposed foreclosure and sign a Supplementary Agreement for foreclosure to the main Contract Agreement within 30 (thirty) days of the date agreeing by both Parties. Foreclosure shall not come into effect unless and otherwise Supplementary Agreement is signed.

d) Any attempt or endeavour for foreclosure by mutual agreement shall be without prejudice to the rights and obligations of the Parties herein and the factum of such an attempt or exercise shall not stop either of the Parties from discharging their contractual obligations under this Agreement.

e) For the avoidance of doubt, it is clarified that such foreclosure will be without prejudice to the Vendor and shall not affect the Vendor in any way if it wishes to bid in future projects of the Department.
19. Transition and Exit Plan: 
The vendor shall ensure that the transition is smooth in case the contract is terminated or foreclosed with mutual consent. In addition to the cancellation of contract, the Department reserves the right to charge appropriate penalties and liquidated damages from the selected agency. Further: -
19.1 All risks during transition stage shall be properly documented to ensure smooth transition without any service disruption.
19.2 The transition plan along with the period shall be mutually agreed between the vendor and the Department when the situation occurs. Vendor shall be released from the project once successful transition is done meeting the parameters defined for the successful transition

ANNEXURE –C
TERMS OF DELIVERY ORDER
1. The Delivery Order is subject to Terms and Conditions for Sale of materials through auction.
2. The hired/own vehicles have to be sent by the bidders with prior appointment with the Concerned custodian Department.
3. The bidder can send their representative with appropriate authority and identification letter for taking delivery.
4. The bidder will not make unauthorized use of Government's land for any purpose including dumping of any material purchased against this delivery order from Government and in case of any violation of these terms/clauses, Government will reserve the right to suspend supplies against the delivery order and / or other delivery orders and / or cancel the delivery orders altogether.
5. The bidder will ensure that proper discipline and decorum is maintained by the workmen employed by or through him at works and in and around the site/stock yard of the respective auction place.
6. With regard to the work and the labour directly or indirectly employed in the works the bidder will conform in all respect with the provision of any statute, ordinance or laws and the rules, regulations of by-laws brought into force by the central and the state governments or the local authority from time to time and will keep the Government indemnified against all penalties and liabilities of every kind for breach of any such statute ordinance, Law, rules and regulations or by-laws.
7. The bidder will be fully responsible for the safety of his workmen and employees. The bidder will however, follow all instructions and directions that the safety department of Government may issue from time to time in regard to safety measures. The bidder will be responsible for all accidents arising out of this work however and whatever, occurring in Plant and should ensure that they are reported without delay to the safety department of the Government. The bidders will also assist in regard to the enquiry and implementation of the safety measures.
8. Claims if any arising out of errors in invoicing should be submitted to MD,BSTBPCL not later than 15 days of receipt of Invoice or delivery of material.
9. If GST tax at any time charges at a higher rate for any reason whatsoever the bidder shall have to bear the difference of amount of taxes / duties immediately on demand.
10. All suits or proceedings relating to any dispute or any claim arising out of or in the course of performance of the contract shall be subjected to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts at respective district.
11.
